Our Masters-level clinical staff are Certi-
fied Addiction Professionals (CAP). 
The McKnight Brain Institute has  
moved the addictions branch of its behav-
ioral health research to “The Vince 
Carter Sanctuary” under the direction of 
world-renowned researcher and sought-
after  lecturer Dr. Mark Gold. Doctoral-

researchers working under the direction of 
Dr. Gold will be stationed at “The Sanctu-
ary” and conducting significant research 
into the many facets of addiction.

The Vince Carter Sanctuary 
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Research Moving to Flagler County 
University of Florida’s McKnight 
Brain Institute moved their Addic-
tion Medicine Public Health Re-
search Group to “The Vince Carter 
Sanctuary” (Stewart-Marchman 
Center’s residential treatment site 
in Bunnell, Florida). This move and 
the beginning of addictions research 
in the area began in September 
2007 with the inaugural staff of the 
University placed at the existing 
campus of Stewart-Marchman Cen-
ter in Bunnell, Florida. 
One component of the research cen-
ter is the development of a world 
class drug testing facility.  David M. 
Martin, Ph.D., Chief Executive Offi-
cer of JMJ Technologies, Inc. has 
agreed to consult with us. Dr. Mar-
tin started the NHRA drug and al-
cohol testing program over a decade 
ago and has been involved in Olym-
pic and professional sports drug 
testing programs for 30 years.

A second component involves re-
searching the comparisons between 
Florida’s deaths as reported by the 
medical examiner and the Florida 
Department of Law Enforcement 
computer systems that uses actual 
drug testing results from all prema-
ture deaths.  These activities should 
result in significant improvements 
identifying specific drugs that are 
present in the deaths. 
Survey and epidemiological re-
search will be conducted under the 
direction of Dr. Mark Gold, Distin-
guished Professor of the University 
and their leading addictions re-
searcher. Lisa Merlo, PhD, and 
Noni Graham, MPH will  work 
closely with Dr. Gold.  
“The relationship that is developing 
between the University and Stew-
art-Marchman Center will result in 
a significant amount of relevant 
research into the origins of addic-
tion and our proposed responses. We 
look forward to the development of 
the University of Florida’s addic-
tions research unit at the new cen-
ter in Bunnell,” Dr. Gold said.
